It was noted that it was originally hoped that the car park would be available for use by Christmas, but it was now thought it would not be before March/April next year.  It was agreed that this would be checked with the legal team at County Hall.

	Local Police Matters
	It was noted that another PCSO was to be employed to work in the Broughton area before the end of the year.   Concern was raised, however, that PCSOs did not have the same powers as the police and were therefore limited as to what they could achieve.  Concern was also raised that PCSOs tended to patrol during the day, however, according to local residents, gangs and incidents of anti-social behaviour mainly took place in the evening.   There was also a real concern raised by several local residents that if more was not done to tackle anti-social behaviour issues in Broughton Astley that something more serious could happen. 
It was agreed that the Chief Constable be formally asked to change the current shift patterns of PCSOs to evening rather than day time shifts, when there was the most need.  It was also agreed that the concerns of the meeting/local residents in respect of the future if more resources were not invested in the area to deal with issues of young criminals and anti-social behaviour, be fedback to the Chief Constable.
