RECOMMENDATION TO COUNCIL - 1

FROM THE EXECUTIVE  - 24TH OCTOBER 2001

PORTFOLIO :  COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT AND POLICY

428  -  PARENTAL LEAVE POLICY
The Executive was provided with an overview and policy statement of proposed parental leave provisions for Harborough District Council. 

It was noted that the proposed policy was in accordance with relevant legislation.  The Maternity and Parental Leave Regulations had come into force on the 15th December 1999.  The Policy would be a useful tool for employees to manage their parental responsibilities, but the financial effect of taking unpaid leave may prevent some from taking advantage of it.  Additionally, Managers with the eligible staff would need to take the potential impact on productivity into account when planning staff absences.  

The European Parental Leave Directive aimed to further assist both men and women to achieve an improved balance between work and family life.  The Executive asked that the parental yearly requirement figure should be made clearer and provided this occurred it was

RECOMMENDED: that the Parental Leave Policy be adopted as set out in Appendix A, subject to the yearly requirement figure being made clearer.

payment of discretionary Home Loss Compensation (£1,500) under the Land Compensation Act 1973 to all returning tenants of Walcot Road be ratified and authorised;

procedures be instigated in respect of the compulsory purchase of 35 Walcot Road under section 17 of the Housing Act 1985; and

v)
Harborough District Council be minded to act as managing agents for DeMontfort Housing Society for the returning tenants of Walcot Road subject to the outcome of tenant consultation not adversely affecting such an arrangement.
